@Generic vs. Technical Term

5 A Technical Term vefers to a specific thing in a
specific context, (“Bluetooth” as technology )

=N A Generic Term refers to a group, frequently as
would be understood in common language , (“Blue
tooth” referring to a blue colored tooth)
